Comments: For this walk, we went a different direction than we did for the fall walk. Instead
of starting on the Great-blue Heron Trail, we went to the right of the restrooms and through
the wooded picnic area into a large open area. This area joined up to a dirt road where we then
turned left and followed the road until it joined the Great-blue Heron Trail. We then followed
the trail on back through the woods to return to the parking lot. The open habitat areas were
very good for viewing the Indigo Buntings, Blue Grosbeaks, Yellow-breasted Chats, and Summer
Tanagers. Two special treats were to see a pair of Chats and a pair of Summer Tanagers that
were obviously nesting pairs. As we traveled back through the woods to the parking area, we
heard more than we saw including several Oven birds and Acadian Flycatchers.
